ITINERARY

The LA Synch Mission is an unrivalled opportunity to connect and come face-to-face with many of America’s leading film and TV music supervisors.  The mission programme 6 to 8 June will include presentations, Q&A sessions, meetings with some of the top music supervisors working in Los Angeles, plus a number of independent agencies involved in sync licensing across the board.  Confirmed details of speakers & content will be provided nearer the event date (the intention being no later than 2 weeks before the start date of the mission).  During the trade mission week, there will also be a networking reception party at the UK Consulate in Los Angeles to which all mission delegates will be invited.

TRAVEL AND ACCOMMODATION

Delegates are entirely responsible for organising their own travel and accommodation.  The BPI have secured a discounted booking rate of $149 + tax (14%) at The Farmer’s Daughter Hotel 115 S. Fairfax Ave, which it is hoped will be 10/15 mins drive from the conference venue.  The hotel is adjacent to The Grove shopping centre and famous Farmers Market food court and restaurant area.  We would strongly advise that delegates take advantage of this hotel for its location and networking opportunities with other delegates.

VERY IMPORTANT: There will be a strict deadline imposed on the availability of the special hotel rate we have secured.  After this date elapses the hotel will not hold rooms at all for trade mission delegates; whether at the special BPI rate or the normal hotel rack rate, so delegates run the risk of unavailability if they don’t sign up in time.

Once delegates are registered to the mission, we will send you the website link and hotel code along with the deadline of when you need to make this booking by.

The organisers would kindly ask that you arrive in LA no later than the evening of Sunday 5 June. All delegates are expected to make their best efforts to attend the entire organised programme.

MUSIC SAMPLER

The organisers are keenly aware that a very important part of the event for all concerned is to make sure that your music is properly serviced to those music supervisors and placement companies participating in the mission programme. Rather than each presenter be presented with a box of CDs or more from each & every delegate company, it is planned that a specially branded 2011 Sync Licensing USB stick will be produced covering a selection of tracks from all delegate companies. Please note, this will be the one & only mechanism through which mission delegates can service their titles, with no exceptions. 

For the USB stick, provisionally (subject to space) we are suggesting that there be five tracks per delegate company permitted.  In order to be effective, each track needs full metadata supplied and entered.  It is highly recommended that you submit all music to Gracenote ahead of the mission, so that track names, contact details and metadata will pop up automatically in iTunes and other applicable software. 

Please be selective about the 5 tracks you wish to submit. They should best display the type and variety of repertoire that you can offer. Music supervisors - like any media gate-keepers in radio, TV and even record company A&R departments - receive much more music than they can ever listen to, and often tell us that 'less is more.'
